During those four 

years, Pastor Snyder gave me opportunities 

to preach and teach at church, and when I 

graduated he held a very special 

commissioning service for my family right 

before we returned to Brazil as church 

planters. The Lord took him home on March 

8 at the age of 91. His funeral service, which 

we watched online, was filled with 
testimonies of people whose lives were 

touched by him.  
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
