Luke 1:57–58

•Now the time came for Elizabeth to give 
birth, and she bore a son. 58 And her 
neighbors and relatives heard that the 
Lord had shown great mercy to her, and 
they rejoiced with her.

Luke 1:59

•And on the eighth day they came to 
circumcise the child. And they would 
have called him Zechariah after his 
father,

•And immediately his mouth was opened

This is the only time the AV translates 
εὐλογέω as ‘praise’ instead of blessing.
