Teaching the TRUTH BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

“Lord”

Strong’s Definition - κύριος kýrios, koo'-ree-os; from κῦρος 

kŷros (supremacy); supreme in authority, i.e. (as noun) 

controller; by implication, Master (as a respectful title):—God, 

Lord, master, Sir.

Greek Parsing - Noun - Vocative – Singular - Masculine
.”



Teaching the TRUTH BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

“not”

Strong’s Definition - οὐ ou, oo; a primary word; the absolute 

negative (compare G3361) adverb; no or not:—+ long, nay, 

neither, never, no (X man), none, (can-)not, + nothing, + special, 

un(-worthy), when, + without, + yet but. See also G3364, G3372.

Greek Parsing - Adverb

Proclaiming CHRIST BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

Philippians 2:8-11
•8 And being found in human form, he humbled 
himself by becoming obedient to the point of 
death, even death on a cross. 9 Therefore God 
has highly exalted him and bestowed on him 
the name that is above every name, 10 so that 
at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in 
heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 
and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is 
Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Philippians 3:20-21
•20 But our citizenship is in heaven, and 
from it we await a Savior, the Lord Jesus
Christ, 21 who will transform our lowly 
body to be like his glorious body, by the 
power that enables him even to subject 
all things to himself.

To call Jesus “Lord” is to
say that He should be obeyed.

It is not merely a verbal 
expression of allegiance to 

Jesus, but rather readiness to 
act on His sayings.

Proclaiming CHRIST BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

Matthew 7:21-23
•21 “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ 
will enter the kingdom of heaven, but the one 
who does the will of my Father who is in 
heaven. 22 On that day many will say to me, 
‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, 
and cast out demons in your name, and do 
many mighty works in your name?’ 23 And then 
will I declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart 
from me, you workers of lawlessness.’

Proclaiming CHRIST BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

1 Peter 2:4-8
4 As you come to him, a living stone rejected by men but in the 
sight of God chosen and precious, 5 you yourselves like living 
stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy 
priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through 
Jesus Christ. 6 For it stands in Scripture:  “Behold, I am laying in 
Zion a stone, a cornerstone chosen and precious, and whoever 
believes in him will not be put to shame.” 7 So the honor is for you 
who believe, but for those who do not believe, “The stone that the 
builders rejected has become the cornerstone,” 8 and “A stone of 
stumbling, and a rock of offense.” They stumble because they 
disobey the word, as they were destined to do.

Psychiatrist Theodore Dalrymple, who 
worked with prisoners. He observed 

that prisoners believed that deep inside 
they were good and that their behavior 

did not reflect who they really were

None of us are good people!
The only goodness is when we are Christlike!

True family obey.

Obedience will allow God’s blessing
to continue being received.



Proclaiming CHRIST BEREAN BAPTIST CHURCH

1 Corinthians 3:12-15
•12 Now if anyone builds on the foundation with 
gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw—
13 each one's work will become manifest, for 
the Day will disclose it, because it will be 
revealed by fire, and the fire will test what sort 
of work each one has done. 14 If the work that 
anyone has built on the foundation survives, he 
will receive a reward. 15 If anyone's work is 
burned up, he will suffer loss, though he 
himself will be saved, but only as through fire.

Strong’s Definition - μακάριος, makários, mak-ar'-ee-os; a 

prolonged form of the poetical μάκαρ mákar (meaning the 

same); supremely blest; by extension, fortunate, well off:—

blessed, happy(X -ier).

Greek Parsing - Adjective - Nominative - Plural - Masculine
