May God use us and his Church to 
reach families in Malta. We hosted our first event for the “5 and under” age group and their 

families. Praise God for the 28 that attended and heard the Gospel clearly shared through the Good News of the Gospel.  
In April, three people were baptized and there is another baptism planned in a few weeks. The Church’s Annual Meeting 
went well and we marveled at God’s provision over the last year. We rejoiced to see fifteen names of Biblically qualified men 
nominated to be deacons!
